· Snack Foods or Drinks

· Any Electronics (iPod, Gameboy, Cell Phone, etc.)
· Lighters
Additional Hints or Suggestions

· Scout’s name should be on all of his belongings

· He will come home from a campout missing his Scout shirt, jacket, mess kit, shoes, etc.  It will be easier to collect at the next meeting if he has his name on it.  If your Scout comes home with another scout’s belonging, you will know who to return them to.

· Do not over pack

· Scouts usually have to carry their packs a distance from the trailer to the campsite.  Unless it is cold or wet, most scouts don’t change their clothes often during a campout.

· It is a good idea to pack clothing in large Ziploc baggies inside the pack to ensure that clean clothes stay dry.

· Medicines

· All medications MUST be in the original container with the original prescription instructions.  Loose pills or other paraphernalia are not allowed.

· Completed appropriate medical forms must be on file with the Troop.

· Scouts should take their BSA handbook with them on a campout

· They may be working on requirements that need to be signed off by an older scout.  It should have their name in it and on the edge of the pages for easy recognition.

· Pack appropriate to weather.  Check before you leave.  If warmer, pack shorts.  If colder, pack pants.

Additional Gear for Winter/Snow Camping

Clothing

· Hats (2), one for outdoors and one for sleeping

· Gloves for snow

· Mittens for dry warmth

· Scarf or neck warmer

· Parka shell with hood (best choice if water resistant and windproof)

· Coat, thick layer of no-frills insulation (best if separate from parka)

· Replace parka and coat with single heavy winter coat if necessary

· Warm shirt or sweater, wool or polyester

· Ski pants or extra warm winter pants (avoid cotton)

· Warm pants, extra (avoid cotton)

· Long underwear tops and bottoms, two each (avoid cotton)

· Heavy socks, four pair minimum (avoid cotton)

· Snow boots

· Rain suit (oversize suit for scouts excavating snow shelters)

Equipment

· Sleeping pad, thicker is better

· Sleeping bag, winter bag or double bag

· Ground cloth, use inside tent or snow shelter

Optional stuff

· GORP, hard candy, or snacks approved by Patrol Leaders, etc.

· Snowshoes

· Handkerchiefs
Additional Patrol Equipment

· Snow shovel for snow shelter building

· Small shovel for excavating snow shelter interior

· Tarp for snow shelter construction, dragging snow to shelter

· Large plastic trash bag for snow shelter

Cold or wet weather camping Hints
Layers, layers, layers !  Dress in layers.  If you get overheated or too cold, you can always take off or add a layer as needed.  If you think your campout may have rain or snow, a wind and water repellant outer shell is STRONGLY RECOMMENDED.

HOODIES: Most often are cotton and do not work well.  Cotton absorbs water which will leave you wet and soggy all day.  Therefore, synthetic materials like polyester, fleece, polypropylene, wool/synthetic blend socks, nylon outer shell, leather boots and mittens or gloves are ideal for this type of camping. 

JEANS: Yes they are warm but when wet; jeans can be heavy and miserable. 

Jeans do not dry quickly and will not dry at all if it is steadily precipitating.

Sleeping bag: Bring a quality sleeping bag that will keep you warm.   The basic fleece sleeping bag will not be enough.  You can add fleece bag liners or blankets to a sleeping bag to add warmth.

Ground pads: A foam roll up pad (a closed cell pad) is highly recommended.  A pad does much more than provide comfort.  Most importantly, it is an insulating layer between your body and the cold, wet ground.  The pad prevents heat from escaping your body into the ground directly.  Since most are waterproof they are ideal for cold and wet conditions.

Hats and Gloves: They are a must for this type of camping!  Since most of your body heat is lost through your head, they need to be worn both day and night.  Fingers as well will get cold fast without a layer of protection and insulation.  Hoods are extremely helpful also. An outer shell with a hood will protect your head from precipitation and keep your hat dry for longer comfort.

Boots: The scouts are highly encouraged to wear quality, waterproof, strong tread boots.  Most tennis shoes, once wet, will stay wet.  Having wet shoes before the day even begins will make for a long and miserable day.  Boots and warm socks (layers) are strongly advised by experienced campers.  Your feet will thank you.

Mess kit and water bottle: Make sure to bring your mess kit and water bottle.  The scouts will need to stay hydrated even in the colder temperatures.  On cold campouts a mug or cup for hot chocolate wouldn’t be a bad idea either.

Keep your supplies dry: Scouts may want to pack their belongings in a water repellant container to keep sleeping bags and clothing dry. Even a trash bag or plastic bag would work.  The idea is for the scouts to stay as warm and dry as possible, no matter what type of weather they are camping in.
